T H E  SPEECH OF SENATOR BROWN, 
OF M ISSISSIPPI.

I n  order to appreciate the bold and able de­
fence o f  Democratic principleo, mode by Scna- 
ator Dooolas, in  th e  Senate, on the 25th of 
February, it  is necessary to  understand the 
speech of Senator Buoivn, o f  Mississippi, who 
opened the  debate. T hat speech is now be­
fore us and is remarkable for its boldness, abil­
ity  and plainness.

He commenced by saying tha t this question 
—the question o f slavery in  th e  Territories— 
is to have a  very important bearing upon the 
next presidential contest. He did n o t want to 
cheat or be cheated, bu t was free to 'state his 
own sentiments and the sentiments of the  peo­
ple w h ^n  be represented.

Senator Bsow* then proceeded to  state his 
position a s follows:

“  Mr. President, tho Supreme Court of the 
United States, decided, in  the celebrated Drcd 
Scott cose, tha t slaves were property, and that 
slave-holders hod the same right to carry their 
slave property to  tho  Territories, that any other 
citizen, from any other Slate, had to  cany  any 
other k ind of property. The venerable Chief 
Justice declared further, tha t tho wholo duty 
of th is  Government towards slave property, 
was to  protect it. I t  therefore stands as the 
judicial exposition of the Constitution under 
which we live, tha t slaves are property-; that 
we have the r ight to take them to tho Territo­
ries, and have them protected after we got 
them there. I f  tho decision means anything 
a t all, i t  means tha t. Now, sir, by protection, 
if  the wofd bo not a  cheat and delusion, we 
understand aJ tjua te  protection, tu fficunt pro­
tection.

“  The judicial decision being'such as I  have 
described it, we shall claim for our slave prop­
erty protection In the  Territories. As I  said 
before, by protection, we mean adequate pro­
tection—protection suited to the  nature and 
description o f property to  be protected.

“  Now, sir, upon whom are we to  call ? Ac­
cording to  the doctrine of non-intervention our 
first call is upon the  Territorial Legislature. I 
should, therefore, go to  the  Territorial Legisla­
ture o f Kansas, for instance, and so y : * here 
is m y slave property; I  demand for i t  protec­
tion, adequate and sufficient protection; pro­
tection suited to  the  nature, character, and de­
scription of the  property.’ I f  the Territorial 
Legislature refuse, then w hat am I to  do? Am 
I, a t  tha t point, to  abandon my rights, riglils

fuarantied to  me by the Constitution, by the 
onstitution a s  expounded by  the Supreme 

Court? Am I, because Congress has chosen 
to  adopt w hat it  pleases to  term  a  party  com­
promise, to  abandon m y constitutional rights ? 
No, s i r ;  when tha t Territorial Legislature re­
fuses protection for m y slave property, I mean 
to  come to Congress, and th is will be ray ap­
peal to  y o u : * Senators, this Territorial Leg­
islature Is your creature. You breathed i t  in­
to  existence; i t  could no t live an hour but 
under the sunshine o f your approval j I  come 
to  tell you tha t your creature is not obeying 
the  Constitution; tha t your creature is deny­
ing to  me rights guarantied to  me by  tho sa­
cred charter o f our liberties, as expounded by 
the  highest judicial tribunal in  the  land ; your 
creature denies mo protection for my slave 
property ; I  come to  ask you, the master, 
whether you will grant mo that protection 
and I  am curious to know, in  view of the ap­
proaching contest, what response I am to have 
to  tha t spcoch. I  know perfectly well tha tthe  
Territorial Legislature of Kansas will deny mo 
protection for m y property. However, or by 
what influence prompted to make the declara­
tion, they will declare, os they have within the 
lost three weeks, tha t they will not only afford 
no protection, bu t they will withdraw protec­
tion, as for as they can, and substitute* un­
friendly legislation in  its stead. Is it expected 
of me and my people that we are to  fold this 
injustice to  our bosoms, and cherish it, because 
it comes stamped ‘ accept this, or break up  the 
Democratic party.'

“  I ask northern gentlemen whether they 
would be quite content, under the same sort of 
compromise between conflicting elements in the 
party, to have their right to call upon this Gov 
crnment to  protect their mercantile marine frit­
tered away. Your ships go ou t upon the high 
seas, they are assailed by enemies, attacked by 
pirates, and w hat do you d o ? I f  the  law be 
insufficient, you come to Congress and invoke 
its aid. W hen you ask tha t, would you be 
content. Senators from the  North, to be told, 
'  wo have agreed to non-intervention on this 
question; we cannot give you any protection.' 
You would say, as I  say to d a y ,1 Senators, the 
obligation is imposed upon you; not by a  party 
compromise, bu t by the Constitution of your

I agreed to  mm-intorven-■ 
tion ; but I never agreed, after we had estab­
lished rights by the decision of the Supreme 
C ourt, we were to  be deprived of thono rights - 

'b y  a  congressional compromise. If, as the) 
Supreme Court has decided, the  obligation is 
upon you-to protect my property, no agreement 
among politicians or parties can discharge you 
from that obligation.

“  I  give you w arning now, that if Kansas 
legislate in a  spirit o f  hostility to slavery, the 
State which I represent, and, in  my opinion, a 
vast majority of tho southern people, will come 
to  Congress, and demand of you, in  obedience 
to  the written Constitution as expounded by 
the illustrious men who adorn tire Supreme 
Bench of tho United States, tha t you annul 
their legislation, and substitute instead, laws 
giving adequate and sufficient protection to 
slave property. When you have done that, 
you will have discharged your duty, and your 
whole duty ; and, when you do leas, you are 
derelict in your duty, under tho Constitution 
of the United States."

Senator Bbown then said that he believed 
he understood the position of Senator DocoLas, 
and that he dissented from it. Afterwords, 
Senators Mason and Hunter, ofYirginia, Da­
vis, of Mississippi, Green, o f  Missouri, and 
Gwin, of Californio, took occasion to define 
their positions. They essentially agreed with 
Senator Bbowh.

Our readers will see tha t the  southern sen- 
ators demand congressional intervention for 
the protection of slave property in the Territo­
ries. Congressional intervention is theREPCB- 
lican doctrine, and os Senator Douolas said 
te  Senator Davis, we stand on the platform, 
and those tha t jum p off m ust go ou t of the  par­
ty. I t  is for those to  qu it who cannot abide 
by the  faith. I t  is for those to  leave who can­
not carry ou t the principle to  which our party 
is irrevocably committed. By the Kansas act 
and the Cincinnati Platform, non-intervention 
w ith slavery in  the Territeries and States, was 
made the fundamental article of the Democratic 
creed.

W e reiterate the  language of a  Democratic 
contemporary; “  I t  is true, os Judge Doug­
las says, tha t if  you repudiate tho doctrine of 
nun-intervenlion, and form a slave code by  act 
of Congress, when the  people of a  Territory 
refuse it, you must step off the Democratic 
platform. I t  is true tha t no dcmocratjc State 
in  the N orth ever would have voted for Mr. 
Buchanan, b u t for tho fact tha t he was under­
stood to  occupy tha t position. This is the 
closing language o f Judge Douglas to the 
South, and it  is worthy of being treasured up 
by  those who have charged tha t he would not 
and dare not speak b is  true sentiments to the 
South. He says, ‘ I tell you, gentlemen, of 
the Sontli, in  all candor, I  do not believe a  can­
didate can c an y  one single democratic Stateof 
the  North, on the platform that i t  is  tho duty 
of the federal government to  forco the people 

Territory to  have slavery when they do 
not want it.' And there is no doubt of this.— 
Any other doctrine seeking to  plant the insti­
tution o f  slavery in  the  N orth, will meet with 
nothing bu t reprobation and political disaster

•species of property. Tho Congress of the 
United States never ye t passed an act creating 
a  criminal code for any organized territory.— 
I t simply organizes the territory, and leaves 
its legislature to  make its own criminal code. 
Congress never passed a  law to protect any 
species of property in  the organized territories; 
it  leaves its protection to the territorial legisla­
tures. The question is, whether we shall make 
an exception as to slavery. The Supreme 
Court makes no such distinction. 11 recogni­
zes slaves aa property. W hen they are taken 
to  a territory, they are on an equal footing with 
other property, and dependent upon tlw same 
system o f  legislation f i r  prote;iiOh, as other 
property. W'hilo all o ther property is depen­
dent on tlie territorial leg slatiou for protection, 
I hold that slave, property m ust look to the 
same authority for protection.

Mr. Green. The Senator will permit me to 
say that 1 think he docs not understand the 
point I presented, and I  therefore djsiro to 
present .the point more explicitly. The Su­
preme Court having decided that slaves con- 
stitute property, if a territory, authorized by 
Congress to legislate for itsoff, should pass a 
law punishing larceny of all property except 
slaves, would that make slaves equal to other 
property in tho territory ? o r would it no t be 
a violation uf tho Ctmslitotion ?

Mr. Douglas. I f  tjic,So:intor cannot under- 
stand toy answer to th.it question by w hat I 
have said, and tho train o f o y  argument, it  is 
useless for mo to discuss i t  lurcher. I  say tliat 
I leave all kinds of property, slave in ludod. to 
the local Law for .protection; and that I will 
not exert the power of Congress to interfere 
with tha t local law with reference to  slave 
property or any other kind of properly.

Mr. Douglas. I  desire to  deal with this 
point now. A t another time (he Senator can 
prosent his point. The right ol transit to  and 
from the territories is the same for one species 
o f property os i t  is for all others. 'Thus far 
the Senator Horn Mississippi and myself 
agree—that slave property in  the territories 
stand on an equal footing with every other 
species of property. Now, the question arises, 
to  what extent is property, slaves included, 
subject to  the local law of tho territory? — 
Whatever power tho territorial legislature has 
over other-species of property, extends in  my 
judgment, to  the same extent, and in like man­
ner, to  file slave property. The territorial leg­
islature has the  same power to  legislate in re­
spect to  slaves, tha t it  has in  regard to  dny 
other properly, to the some extent, and no fur­
ther. I f  the  Senator wishes to  know what 
power it  has over slaves in the territories, I 
answer, le t him tell mo what power i t  has to 
legislate over every other species o f property, 
either by encouragement or by taxation, or in 
any other mode, and ho lias my answer in  re 
gard to slave property.

But the Senator says there is something pe­
culiar in slave property, requiring further pro­
tection than other species of property. I f  so, 
it is the misfortune o f those who own that spe­
cies of property. He tells us that, if  the  ter­

But the Senator says fitat while non-action 
by  the  territorial legislature excludes slavery ; 
and while the territorial legislature may, with­
in the limits o f  the-foderal constitution, adopt 
such n system o f unfriendly legislation as in 
effect to. exclude slavery fi-om its lim its ye t it  
is wrong for tho legislature to pursue tha t pol­
icy, and, because the territorial legislature 
ought no t to adopt tha t lino of policy, he will 
not bo content' with such legislation, but will 
appeal to  Congress, and demand a  Congres­
sional code of laws protecting slavery in  the 
torritories, in  opposition to the wishes o f the 
people. Well, sir, his conclusion is a logical 
one, unless my position is right. All men 
must agree tha t non-action by the territorial 
legislature is practical exclusion. If  the peo­
ple of a  territory w ant slavery, they will pro­
tect it by a  slave code. I f  they do not want 
slavery, if they believe it  is not necessary, if 
they are of tho opinion tha t 'their interests do 
no t require it, or will be predjudiced by it, 
they will no t fumiyh. tho necessary remedies 
and police regulations, usually called a  slave 
code, for its protection.

The Senator from Mississippi, says they 
ought to pass such a  code; bu t he admits that 
it  is immaterial to  inquire whether they ought 
or ought not to  do i t ;  and if they do no t want 
it, they will n o t enact i t ; and if they do not do 
it, there is no modo by which you can compel 
them to do it. He admits there is no compul­
sory moans by which you can coorco the ter­
ritorial legislature to pass such a  law ; and for 
th a t reason he insists that, in case of non-action 
by  tho territorial legislature, it  is the  right and 
duty of Southcrn-Senators and Beprcsontstives 
to demand affirmative action by Congress in 
(he enactment of a slave code for the  territo- 
rics. Ho says tha t it  is not necessary to  put 
the question to  me whether I  would vote for 
a Congressional slave code. He desires to 
know of all other Northern Democrats what 
they would d o ; he docs not wish an answer 
from me. I  am much obliged to him for taking 
it  for granted, from my post record, tha t I 
never would vote for a  slave code in tho terri- 
tnrics by Congress, and I  have y e t to  learn 
that there is a  man in  a  free State of this 
Union, of any party, who would.

Mr. Mason. Will the Senator be kind 
enough to explain what ho means by a  slave 
code?

Mr. Douglas. Yes sir. The Senator from 
Mississippi defined it very well in his speech. 
His position was, tha t while the constitution 
gave him the right o f  protection in  a  territory 
for his slave property, it  did not, of itself, fur­
nish adequate protection. Ho drew a  distinc­
tion between the right and tho fact, and said 
tliat tho protection could only be furnished by 
legislation; th a t legislation could only como, 
from one of two sources—the territorial Icgis-

■t there.
But the  Senator from Mississippi says ho 

has a right to protection. The owner of every 
other species of property may say ho has a 
right to  protection. Too m in  dealing in li- 
quors may think that, inasmuch os his stock 
o f liquors is property, he has a  right to  protec­
tion. The man dealing in  an inferior breed of 
cattle may^ think he has a right to protection ; 
bu t the ]>cople o f tho territory may think it _is 
their interest to  improve tho breed of stock by 
discrimination against inferior breeds; and 
hence they may fix a  higher rate o f taxatio: 
the  one than on the other.

Mr. Brown. Tho Senator from Illinois 
makes a  point which enables me to  illustrate 
what I  mean. I  hold tha t the territorial legis­
lature of Kansas—that being the territory im­
mediately involved in  th a t discussion—has no 
right to  enact the Maine liquor law. T hat is 
an act of sovereignty. I t  has tho right to  say 
th a t liquors carried into the territory shall be 
so used as that they shall not corrupt the 
public morals or endanger the public safety; 
b u t the power of prohibition does not belong 
to a territorial legislature. So I  say in refer­
ence to  slave property. As I  said in  my open­
ing remarks this morning, while I  deraond 
justice, 1 will do justice. I  hold that a tcrri- 
lorial legUlaturo has the right to  regulate tho 
relation between master and slave in such a 
manner that the  master shall not permit tho 
slave to endanger tho public safety or corrupt 
tho public morals. T hat is what I mean by 
tho power to  regulate; and not seeing the 
point a t which a  court could intervene and 
rest this power if it  were abused, I said I  no 
would, or rarely over, present a  case which 
could get before tho court, and upon this we 
could demand its judgment- By this I  under­
stood the Senator from Illinois to mean un­
friendly legislation; tha t in  the exercise of its 
power to  regulate tho relation between master 
and slave, it  could act with such severity os 
effectually to exclude slavery as though it  were 
a  constitutional inhibition. T hat is what I 
meant.

Mr. Douglas. I  am willing to  test this ques­
tion by tho illustration the Senator presents 
of a  Maine liquor law. I  shall no t stop to  in­
quire whether tho Maine liquor law is consti­
tutional or n o t; first, because Congress is not 
tho tribunal to  decide i t ;  and secondly, be­
cause, by tho platform to which the Senator
from Mississipniund myself both stand pledged, 
as the rule of our political action, it  is provided 
that tliat question shall bo sent to  tho court to 
test tho constitutionality of tho law, and we 
shall not come to  Congress to  repeal the law. 
W hen the Nebraska bill was first pending in 
the Senate, it contained the old clause tha tthe  
territorial laws shoulcl bo sent here, and, if 
disapproved by Congress, should be void. The

After we laid gone tliat for, a  Senator from 

New Hampshire pointed out in  the  Ncbrask: 
bill tho (act tha t no appeal could be taken to 
Oio Supreme Court of the United States unless 
the amount of prop.-rty in  controversy 
$2,000 in  value, and hence that a  negro could 
not appeal for his freedom, nor could the owner 

ngle slave appeal to tho Supreme Court 
to  establish his title, if  ho thought that his 
rights were violated. In  order to obviate that 
objection we amended the  bill by providing 
tha t where tho title to  property in  slaves, 
any question of personal freedom was the point 
in  issno, the n g h t o f appeal to  tho Supreme 
Court should exist without reforence to  the 
amount in  controversy.

Thus the Kansas-Nebraska bill stood, grant-
g  all rightful power of legislation on all sub­

jects whatsoever to  tho territorial jegiilnture, 
subject only to the constitution of the U. S., 
provided they should not pass any 1-iw taxing 
the property o f  non-residents higher than that 
of residents, nor any law interfering with thi 
primary disposition o f the soil, nor impose any 
tax on tlic property o f the United States; but 
thcrh was no exception made as to  slavery.— 
The intent w ts to confer on the territorial 
leg siature nil the power we had on the subject 
of shivery, to let them wield it  for or against 
free institutions, ns the p.-ople of the territory 
chose; and tho unders'nndiog was, that we 
would abid; by whatever laws they might 
in ike, provided they did not violate tho consti­
tution of the United States; and tho Supreme 
Court was the only tribunal that could decide 
that quest!

Now, sir, I  stand on the Kansas-Nebraska 
bill os it  was expounded and understood 
tho time, with this full power in  tho territorial 
legislature, with the right of appeal to tho 
Supremo Court to test the validity of its laws, 
and no right whatever to  appeal 
to repeal them in the event of onr not liking 
them. I am ready to  answer the  inquiry o' 
the Senator from Mississippi, w hether, if I bo 
licve l the Maine liquor law to bo iiiiconsri'u 
lionet and wrong, and if  a  territorial legisla­
ture should pass it, I  would vote here to annul 
i t ? I  tell him no. I f  tho people of Kansas 
wont a  Maine liquor law, let them have i t  If 
they do not want it, let them refuse to pass it. 
If  they do past it, and any citizen thinks that 
law violate! the constitution, let him make a 
case and appeal to  the Supreme Court. If 
the oomt sustains his objection, the law is 
void. I f  it  overrules the  objection, the  deci­
sion must stand until tho people, who alone 
are to be affected by it, who alone have an in 
terest in  it, may choose to repeal it. So I say 
with reference to  slaver)-. Let the  tenitoriid 
legislature pass ju s t such laws in  regard to 
slavery a s they think they h ive  a right to  cn 
act under tho Constitution o f  tho U. J>. If  1 
do not like those laws, 1 will not vote to  repeal 
them ; i f  you do not like them, you must not 
vote to repeal them ; bu t anybody aggrieved 
may appeal to tho Supreme Court, and, if  they 
are constitutional, they m ust stand ; if  they 
are unconstitutional, they are void. That was 
the  doctrine of non-intervention, as it was un­
derstood a t the time the Kansas-Kebraska bill 
was passed. T hat is the way it was explained 
imd argued In the Senate and in  the House of 
llepiescntativos, and  before tho country. I t 
was never distinofiy understood that Congress 
was to  intervene for or against slavery, 
or for or against any other institution in the 
territories; bu t leave tho courts to  decide all 
constitutional questions os they might arise, 
and  the President to  carry the decrees o f  the 
court into effect; and, in  ense u f  resistance to 
his authority in  executing the judicial process, 
le t him use, if  necessary, tho whole military 
force of the country, os provided by existing 
laws.

I know that some gentlemen do not like the 
doctrine of non-intervention ns well as they 
once did. I t  is how becoming fashionable to 
talk snecringly of “  your doctrine o f non-in­
tervention." Sir, tha t doctrine has been a 
fundamental article in  the  Democratic creed for 
years. 11 has been repeated over and over 
again in every national Democratic platform— 
non-intervention by  Congress with slavery in 
the States and territories. The Nebraska bill 
was predicated on tha t idea—the territorial 
legislature to  have jurisdiction overall rightful 
subjects of legislation, not excepting slavery, 
with no appeal to  Congress, hut a  right to ap­
peal to the courts; and the  legislation to  be 
void if  tho Supremo Court said it was uncon­
stitutional ; and valid, no matter how obnox­
ious, if-the court said it  was constitutional. 
Let me call oUcntion to  the  language of the 
Kansas-Nebraska bill. I ts  fourteenth section 
provides:

'■ That tho constitution, and all laws of the 
United States, which are not locally inapplica­
ble, shall have tho same force and effeot in the 
said territory of Nebraska, a s  elsewhere within 
the  United States, except the eight section of 
the  act ‘ preparatory to the admission o f Mis­
souri into the Uniori,’ approved March 0,1820,
' which, being inconsistent with th e  principle 
of non-intervention by Congress with slavery 
in tho States and territories, os recognized by 
the legislation of 1850, commonly called the 
Compromise measures, is hereby declared in­
operative and void; it being tho true intent 
and meaning of this oct not to legislate slavery 
into any State or territory, nor to  exclude it 
therefrom, bu t to  leave tho people thereof per­
fectly free to form and regulate their domestic

Mr. Clay. Will the Senator permit m e  to 
ask him a  question ?

■Mr. Douglas. Certainly, with pleasure,
Mr. Clay. I ask tho Senator whether ho 

believes tha t a  citizen of the Southern States 
carry h is slaves into the Territo­

ries under the Constitution ?

Mr. Clay. I should like the Senator to
tswer.
Mr, Doogies. I  do not like this thing o f 

requiring categorical answers, when the Sena­
tor who puts the question holds the floor. 
When lie gets through I  will give him an
answer.

Mr. Clay. I f  tho Senator does not answer
I will answer i t  I  think the citizen has 

tha t right. W hen I am asked whence ho de­
rives tlw right, I  say from the  Constitution. 
Tho Supreme Court has so decided. Then, I  
ask tlic Senator, if tho Constitution gives the 
right, how can tho Territory deny it  ? and if 
tho Territory pass a  • law inhibiting the intro­
duction of slaves there, where is ms redress i  
The Senator says, in the Supreme Court. Sup­
pose he takes a  slave there ; suppose It is stolen 
trom him, and he brings an action for its re­
covery, and the local court decides against him, 
and he brings his case to  tho Supremo Court 
by  appeal, anti the Supreme Court decides that 
tho law inhibiting slavery is nnconstitntiom?, 
and tha t he has a  right to hold the slave, what 
redress is given to  him i f  Congress will not 
secure his rights ? The result is ju s t th is ; if  
the Senator be right, the Constitution prevails 
in  the  States, but not in  the Territories; squat­
ter sovereignty is superior to  the Constitution.

Mr. Douglas. I  will answer the Senator's 
question. First, I  do no t hold thdt squatter 
sovereignty is superior to  the  Constitution. I  
hold that no such thing as sovereign power 
attaches to  a Territory w hile a  Territory. I  
hold that a Territory possesses whatever power 
it  derives from the Constitution under the  or­
ganic act, and no more. I  hold tha t all tho 
power a  Territorial Legislature possesses is 
derived from the  Constitution and its amend­
ments, under tho act of Congress; and because 
1 hold that, I  denied last year tha t tho people 
of a  Territory, without the  consent o f  Con­
gress, could assemble at Lccompton and create 
an organic law for th a t people. I denied the 
validity of your Lecompton Constitution for 
the reason that constitu'ions can only be mode 
by sovereign pow er; and because the Territory 
was n o t a  sovereignty; that was not a  Consti­
tution, but a  petition. But, sir, I  will not 
occupy time on that hues tion. The limit of 
the authority of a Territorial Legislature Is the 
organic act and tho Constitution and its amend­
ments. The organic act of Kansas provides, 
in  its sixth section:

•• Tliat tho legislative power of the  territory 
shall extend to  all rightful subjects of legisla­
tion consistent with the Constitution of tho 
United States, and the provisions of this act ; 
but no law shall be passed interfering with the 
primary disposition of the sol?," 4c.

The whole legislative power possessed by 
Congress over a Territory, was, by that act, 
conferred on tho territorial Legislature. There 
were exceptions on three points ; bu t slavery 
was not one ct the exceptions. I say, then, 
th e  intent was to give to the territorial legisla­
ture nil the power tliat we possessed ; all that 
could bo given under tho Constitution; and 
the  understanding was, that Congress would 
not interfere with whatever legislation they 
might enact.

Now, the Senator from Alabama asks mo 
whether the Southeni people, under the Con 
stitution, have not the right to  carry their 
slaves there ? I answer, yes—the same right 
that you have to carry any other property,—  
Then you ask, have they pot a right to  hold i t t 
there when they get it  there ? 1 answer

w  right that you have ti
pevty, subject to  such local la 

Lexialaturc may constitutionally enac t Can 
you hold aiiy_ other property without law to 
protect it?  No. Then, can )Ou hold slave
property without law to protect it  ? No, is  the
answer. Then, will Congress pass laws to  
protect other property in  the Territories ? I  
answer, no. We have created territorial Leg­
islatures for tha t purpose. Wc agreed tha t 
this government should not violate the princi­
ples of our Revolution, by making laws for *  
distant people regulating their domestic con­
cerns, and affecting their rights of property, 
without giving them a  representation. The 
doctrine tha t Congress is to  regulate tho right* 
of person aud property, and the domestic con­
cerns of a Territory, is tho doctrine o f foe 
Tories o f the  Revolution. I t  is the doctrine of 
George I II  and Lord North, h is minister. Our* 
fathers then said tha t they would no t consenlr 
that tho British Parliament should pass laws 
touching the local and domestic concerns of the 
colonies, the rights of persons and property, 
tlic family relations of the  people o f  the colo­
nies, without their consent Tho Parliament 
of Great Britain said that they hod the  power. 
Wo said to them “  You may have the power, 
bu t you have no t the moral r ig h t; it  is viola­
tive of the great principles of civil liberty; 
violative of the  rights of an E Mulish man not 
to  be affected in his property without his con­
sent, as given through his representatives.”  
Because Great Britain insisted on exercising 
that identical power over these colonies, our 
fathers flew to arms, asserted tho doctrine thpt 
every colony, every dependency, every terri­
tory, had a  right, in  its own domestic LegislBr. 
ture, to  pass ju s t such laws os its people chose, 
touching their local and domestic concerns i  
recognizing tho right of tho imperial Parha-, 
mcnt to regulate the imperial affairs, as I  do. 
tho right of Congress to  regulate tho national 
and federal concerns of tho people of a  Ter-, 
ritory.

Sir, I am asserting, on behalf of the peopla. 
of tho Territories, ju s t those rights which our. 
fathers demanded for themselves against the. 
claim of Great Britain. Because those rights 
were not granted to  our fathers, they w ent 
through a bloody war of seven years. Aiq f

them all the powers of legislation on all ques­
tions of a  local and domestic character, subjeet 
only to tho Constitution; and if  they make 
good laws, let them enjoy their blessings; a nd  
if they make bad laws, let them suffer undez 
them until they repeal them. I f  the laws are 
unconstitutional, let those aggrieved appeal to 
the court—the tribunal created by the Consti­
tution—to ascertain tha t fact. That is th« 
principle on which wc stood in  16M. I t  was 
on that principle and tha t understanding wq



fought the groat nulional hafUo and gained ll 
great victory o f 18h0. How many vote* do' 
vou think Mr. Buchanan would have obtained' 
In Pcnnaylvania if be had then said tha t the 
Constitution of the  United States plantsaiavcry 
iti all tlio Territories, and nnkos it  the duty of 
the Federal Government to  keep it  there, and 
maintain it  there at the  point o f tho bayonet 
and by federal laws, In opposition to the will 
of the people f  How many ro tes would he 
have received In Ohio, o r any other free State, 
on auch a  platform t  Mr. Buchanan did not 

the  doctrines o f  Popular 
and self-government in  tha t way. 

Mr. President—
Mr. Douglas. I  will bear the Senator.
Mr. Bigler. I  shall not attem pt to  answer 

the  honorable Senator’s  question, bu t he will 
pardon me for asking another i  which I  think 
quite as significant and quite as appropriate, 
and it  is t in s : Suppose tha t In the campaign 
of 1859, Instead of soring, as tha t bonoraUo 
Senator said, and a s  those who acted with him 
■aid, and as I  said everywhere to the people of 
tho States who wore about to emigrate to  the 
Territories, "W hen  you go there you cany  
with you all the rights you enjoy inn  sovereign 
State," saying as he said, and as 1 Baid, "  i t  is 
bu t the extension o f the great principle of 
self-government to  tho Territories;'1 suppose 
wo had said to these proud people •• when 
there, and in  tho matter of changing your 
government from a  Territory to a  State, you 
shall have the  h igh privilege of exercising the 
right to  petition Congress for a  redress of 
grievances 1" they would have asked that Sen­
ator and me when i t  was, and where it  was, 
tha t the American citizen hod not a  right to 
petition for a redress of grievances, whether 
white or black.

Mr. Douglas. Mr. President, I  shall not 
answer th a t part oi the  Senator's inquiry as 
to whether American citixens, w hite or block, 
have no t the r igh t to  petition for a  redress of

Sicvances, because I  do no t recognize any
ack American citizens. I  have no colored 

brethren o f  tha t description. (Laughter and 
applause in  the  galleries.) 1 know o f  no 
American citizens in  this Republic except tho 
white people, and 1 tru st in  Ood I  shall never 
know any  other kind. (Applause in  the gal­
leries.)

Mr. Bigler. I  know that as well as the 
Senator, and I  ought to have said inhabitants.

The presiding officer, (Mr. Iverson in  the 
chair.) I f  there is  any more interruption in 
the  galleries, the  chair will order the galleries 
to be cleared.

Mr. Mason. I f  there is any more disturb­
ance in the galleries, I  shall certainly move aud 
insist that tho galleries be cleared.

The presiding ofiicor. The chair will order 
the galleries to  bo  cleared a t once if  there is 
any further interruption.

Mr. Douglas. I  assert th a t in  1850, during 
tho whole o f  th a t campaign, I  took the  same 
position I  do now, and none o the r; and I  will 
show that Mr. Buchanan pledged himself to 
the same doctrine wheq he accepted the nomi­
nation tif fho Oincinii-iti Convention. In  his 
letter o f  acceptance he says, referring to  the 
Kansss-hicbrask* a c t :

"T h o  recent legislation o f  Congress, re­
specting domestic slavery*, derived, as i t  has 
been, from the  original and pure fountain of 
legitimate political power, the will o f  tho ma­
jority, promises ere lung to  allay tho dangerous 
excitement. T his legislation is founded upon 
principles as ancient as free government itself, 
and in  accordance with them, has simply de­
clared tha t th a t tho people of a  Territory, like 
those of a  State, shall decide for themselves 
whether slavery shall or shall no t exist within 
their limits.”

This extract from Mr.- Buchanan's letter 
shows that he then understood tha t the people 
of a  Territory, like thou o f  a  tStatr, should 
deride for themselves whether slavery should 
or .should n o t exist within (heir limits. I un­
dertake to say that wherever I w ent th a t year, 
h is cause was advocated ou  tha t principle, 
as laid down in h is letter *of acceptance. 
'The people of the North, a t least, cer­
tainly understood him as advocating the 
doctrine of self-government in  T em toiies as 
well a s  in  States and as applicable to  slave 
property as to  all other species of property. 
I  undertake to  say that he would not have 
carried one-half the Democratic vote in  any 
free State, if  it  had not b .en  thus understood; 
and I  hope my friend from Mississippi had no 
allusion to this letter when he said that in  the 
nex t contest ho did no t desire "  to  cheat, nor 
he cheated." I  am glad tha t the Senator from 
Mississippi means to have a  clear, unequivocal 
specific statement of our principles, so that 
there will bo no cheating on either side. I 
intend to  use language which can be repeated 
in  Chicago oa well a s  in  New Orleans, in  Boston 
as well aa in  Charleston. W o live under a 
common- constitution. No political creed is 
sound or safe which cannot be proclaimed in 
the same souse wherever the  American flag 
waves over American soil. I f  the  North and 
South cannot come to  a  common ground upon 
the slavery question, tho sooner we know it 
the  better. The Democracy of the N orth hold, 
a t least, tha t tho people of a  territory have the 
same righ t to  legislate in regard to  slavery, as 
to  all o ther p roperty; and that, practically, It 
results in  th i s : if  they w ant slavery, they will 
have i t ; and if  they do not want it, it  shall not 
be forced upon them  by a n act of. Congress. 
The Senator from Mississippi says th a t that 
doctrine is  right, unless we pass an act o f  Con­
gress compelling the  people of a  Territory to 
have slaway w hether they w ant it  o r  n o t  The 
point he wishes to arrive a t  is, whether wo are 
for or against Congressional intervention. If  
you repudiate tho doctrine of non-intervention, 
and form a  slave code by  act of Congress, 
when tho people of a  Territory refuse It, you 
m ust step off the Democratic Platform. We 
will le t you depart in  peace, as you no longer 
belong to u s ;  you are no longer of us when 
you adopt the principles of Congressional in­
tervention, in  violation o f the  Democratic creed. 
I  stand here defending tho great principle of 
non-intervention by  Congress, and self-govern­
m ent by the  people of the  Territories. That 
is tho Democratic creed. The Northern De­
mocracy have so understood i t  No Demo­
cratic State in  the North ever would have voted 
^br iff. Buchanan bu t for the  fact tha t ho was 
understood to  occupy tha t position. I  tell you, 
gentlemen of the  South, in  all candor, I  do not 
believe a  Democratic candidate can carry ony 
pno  Democratic State of the N orth on the  Plat­
form  th a t it  is the duty of tho Federal Govern­
m ent to  fores the  people of a  Territory to  have 
slavery when they do not want i t  But, if tho 
trno principles of State Rights and Popular 
Sovereignty bo maintained and carried but in 
good faith, as se t forth in ' the  Nebraska Bill, 
and undorstood by the  people in  1856, a  Mori­
ons future awaits the Democracy.

If  we cannot stand together upon tha t prin­
ciple there is  no use of any angry oxoitement; 
no necessity for crimination or recrimination. 
The Senator from Mississippi has stated his 
position clearly and in  a  spirit of kindness. I 
tru s t I  have m et him with equal frankness. 
I  am sorry to have been under the necessity 
of occupying the time o f the Senato in  the 
discussion o f  this question a t this late period 
of tho session; b u t I  am sure the Senato will 
do me tho justice to  say tha t I  could not have 
been silent after tho speech of my friend from 
Mississippi, without defending the position 
which was CO severely and so ably assailed by

him. 1 trust that I shall not be under the r 
cessity of trespassing longer upon tho time 
the S* iiutu upon these collateral questions.
