Harwitz and Morphy-A Porsonal Rem-=
infscence of the Great Parisian Cham-
pton by a Gontleman of this eity--Onr
Amateur Players,

Among.the
circles of {his eity, we find one or two anec-
dotes worthy of a wider circulation.

One of our adopted citizens—a gentleman of|
high character as a man and a citizen, posses-
sed of a liberal education, and by no means a
weak amateur chess player—was born and
reared in the same town with the celebrated
Hanwrrz, the ex-Chess-King of Paris. The
father of the great«Parisian champion kept a
tobacco store, and our friend, with the other
young ehess players of the place, wererin the
habit of meeting there to play chess. Young.
Hirwrrz soon attained greater proficiency
than the others, but does not appear to have
been considered o chess phenomenon. When!
our friend left for a distant University, to com-
plete his_education, he lost sight of Hamwirz
for several.years ; during which fime the latter
had also gone abroad, and had become noted
as a strong player, in some of the best Euro-
pean chess clubs.

Returning to his native place, our friend
was not longin secking out his old companions;
and, among them, he met the father of the
Chess King, who told him, with a good deal of|
pride, of the growing fame of his boy. -

Soon after, our friend met Harwirz, in Paris,
we think, and remarked to him, after the usual
salutations had passed, that he had heard of
his wonderful skill as a chess player, and would
be pleased to sec an exhibition of it. Hain-
wirz promised to gratify him. The two dined
togetier, after which the cliampion produced
the chess-board, and told our friend lo select
any piece thereon, and he, Harwirz, would
checkmate him with that ideatical piece !

* The piece selected was the pawn upon the
extreme right; and, although our friend is no

with all his skill, he was unable either to re-
fmove the stipulated pawn, or to avoid a check-
mate therewith, though'he would gladly have
sacrificed every piece on the board to have got
rid of that single pawn !

Against this wonderful skill, and a long ex-
perience, acquired in playing against all comers
for the proud fitle of King of the great game— [
a title long and justly held by Hamwirz—Mr.
Moreay, the American champion, had to con
tend; and our friend, who had"looked" e
defeat by Harwitz a5 a fixed decree of fate,
when he heard that Mogpiry! was viotor in that
meeting, immediately declared that the young
Amefican was inviticible by any champion in

the world.
