The public anxiety about the Sickles case, 
the social and political prominence of the 
prisoner, the  legal and social position of the 
deceased, as well as the eminence of tho coun­
sel employed, brought together quite a  large 
assemblage of persona, who were desirous of 
obtaining entrance into tho court room. This, 
however, was kept from being uncomfortably 
crowded, the officers having closed the doors a t 
an early hour, the court being already well 
filled.. A great number of parties who re­
mained outside to see the prisoner on his way 
from the ja il wore unable to gain admittance, 
and many were tho urgent solicitations which 
had to bo refused by  the officers on guard.— 
The vestibules were consequently filfed with 

’ moving and anxious groups, asking the same 
questions and receiving the same answers that 
havo been so plentifully given and received 
since the day o f the tragedy, with an additional 
nod of certainty a s to how the trial would turn 
out, tho likelihood o f  its being finished in  two 
or three days, or the likelier probability o f its 
running a t least through tho week.

The scene in the court-room was peculiarly

A considerable number o f  per­
sons IBliowed him, Bud a  much more considcr- 
fcble amount were awaiting his arrival oufyidc 
o f tho City Hall. Anxiety to  get a.glimpse of 
him was manifested on all sides by exclama­
tions o f "  There he is !** "  W here ? “ That’s 
h im w h ic h  Were followed up  by various re­
marks on his appearance.

Sickles presented a very striking appearance, 
and created a  lively impression o f  sympathy 
and respect.

I D E  S I C K L E S  T R I A L .
TYasuingtos, April 7.

The Sickles trial commenced in earnest to­
day, and the interest in  it is becoming intensi- 
ficd.1 As soon as tho doors were opened, the 
court room was filled with a  throng, pressing 
and crushing to obtain a  glimpse of the pris­
oner, who sits in the barbarous-looking ar­
rangement to  which he is consigned by thb 
usage of this cou rt Though he sits through 
each d.ty’s  proceedings apparently calm aud 
unmoved, ye t when he gets hack to h is prison 
apartments he shows signs of exhaustion, and 
when alone, which is not often, he is said to 
be a  prey to sorrowful reflection; not tha t he 
regrets the act for which ho is now on trial— 
no compunctious thoughts like that alfect his 
mind—but when he thinks upon the home, 
and (lie ruin tha t has been wrought by the 
villainy o f a false friend, his habitual self-pos­
session gives way and nature assumes her
Shprcmaey.

W ashington papers have published a  state­
ment tha t Mrs. Sickles is now in this city.—
There is no truth whatever in  the statement.—
The lady's father contradicts it  in the most 
positive manner. Ho says that, since she left 
tier home here, she has been residing under his 
roof in'New York, Cinder the protection of her 
mother, and hopes tha t her name will not be 
wantonly or unnecessarily drugged before the 
public. ’He and Mr. Sickles' father remain 
together in  court nil the Jimo.

Mr. Graham complains tha t letters passing 
between him and Mr. Sickles have been tam­
pered with in  the post-office; tha t some of 
them have 'been opened in  transit, and that 
others have not reached their destination.

The court opened a t 10:15 A . M. After 
some delay the names of the eleven jurors 
already sworn were called, and all answered.
